I. EFG Bank AG Webpages Privacy Notification

1. Introduction

This Webpages Privacy Notification applies to all physical persons (“you”) who make use of the webpages of
EFG Bank AG, which are accessible at the website https://www.efginternational.com (“Webpages™).

2. Types of personal data collected and processed

We will receive your personal data if you reach out to us using the contact form on the Webpages. In this
context, personal data includes e.g., name, address, e-mail, telephone number, date and time of your request and
content of your request. Finally, if you are using the Webpages for any other purpose, special data privacy
notification terms shall apply, together with the terms of this Notification. In case of conflict (contradictions,
discrepancies), the terms of the more specific notification shall prevail over the terms of this Notification.

3. Sources of personal data
